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PONDERING THE PROVERBS # 14

Little Billy was generally a good boy. At the age of eleven he had proven to be
a great help around the house. Billy could handle many household chores and
was motivated by his mother’s praise to do so. Billy was also very interested
in automobiles. When Billy’s dad raised the hood, he was right there to see
what dad was doing. Billy had learned how to vacuum out the car and enjoyed
lending a hand to keep it clean.

One afternoon, Billy took his mother’s keys and started outside. His
mother asked what he was up to and he replied simply to clean up the car.
Billy walked out to the car and unlocked the door. He climbed inside and
noticed the ignition switch while he was rubbing his hands over the steering
wheel and dusting the dash. Then he placed the key in the switch. That would
be a good place for it till the job was complete. A simple twist unlocked the
steering wheel and the dashboard lit up. Well, we wouldn’t want the battery to
run down. So, another simple twist and the engine roared to life. If the car was
just a bit closer to the house the vacuum cleaner could reach better. Billy slid
down a bit putting his foot on the brake pedal and without much effort the car
was in a forward gear. The problem now was that the car was rolling toward
the street. Without power brakes, Billy didn't have enough strength to stop the
car till it was out in the way of trafec. Billy’s eyes and mouth were wide open in
surprise. Now that the car was stopped, what would he do? Billy was frozen
still. By this time Billy’s mother had heard the commotion and was running
toward him and the car.

Thankful for no injuries or damage, Billy’'s mother quickly got in the car
and parked it back in the driveway. Billy’'s mother could see the shock on his
face and with a light scolding informed him it would be a long time before he
got his hands on the keys again.

The wisdom of the book of Proverbs gives us this: “A wise son maketh
a glad father: but a foolish son is the heaviness of his mother” (Proverbs 10:1).
The question we must ask is how does the son acquire wisdom? When we
look back at Billy, we see a young man who was enjoying praise as he was be-
ing trained to help with the tasks of the home. Billy was following the examples
that were being set before him. Billy’s knowledge, however, outran his ability
to physically execute that which he knew how to do. Billy learned the lesson
that driving, like many things in life, looks easy by those who are experienced
because they have acquired the ability to use their knowledge.

Activities in the church often look easy as performed by those who are
experienced. These same people, however, had to gain the knowledge and
then learn to use that knowledge. Vernon Joines, a wise Gospel preacher,
once said, “We wait too long to look for elders and deacons and teachers. We
need to train our young people to be prepared for this service.” In order for our
sons and daughters to become wise we must erst impart them with knowledge
of God and His Word. Of all the things our children learn from mathematics
to medicine or from spelling to sports, the greatest is the Whole Counsel of
God.

Sometimes a young one refuses any knowledge at all and that
sets one up for a dangerous and painful path. Still, as adults and parents
we need to consistently encourage learning from God’s Word. We can
talk the talk to the young but the greater example is to walk the walk and
be students of God's Word ourselves.

Billy saw that which his parents were interested in and followed
their example. Will our children be interested in the Word of God be-
cause they are following the example seen at home? When we no lon-
ger feel we need to study, Billy will follow suit even though he has not
had the opportunity to learn all he needs to know.

As adults and parents let us all return to the emphasis on the

word “SCHOOL" in the phrase Bible School and increase our own knowl-
edge. We will then be providing an example and pathway for young
people to follow.
Our decisions will demonstrate the wise use of our knowledge. We may
be refreshed and impressed with the inluence God has on us when we
include His Word as a core value in our lives. Sometimes the young can
get ahead of themselves but when they have the benest of caring coun -
sel nearby many times disaster can be avoided.

Start a path that will create a “glad father” by reading from God'’s
Word daily and by studying to be prepared for Bible School. No matter
how young or old, or a house full or alone, we never know who all may be
watching. We know that we will make a “glad Father” in Heaven when
we seek His wisdom.
