Pondering the Proverbs


Success in this life comes to those who make conscience decisions to do things differently than most.  One primary difference is learning to work hard and smart instead of simply working hard.  Working smart means we must be thinking and seeking ways to improve the efficiency of our efforts. God tells us the wise look unto Him for guidance to success.  The lesson is, If we will seek, we will find.
Proverbs 2:1-7

My son, if thou wilt receive my words, and hide my commandments with thee; So that thou incline thine ear unto wisdom, and apply thine heart to understanding; Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for understanding; If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures; Then shalt thou understand the fear of the LORD, and find the knowledge of God. For the LORD giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh knowledge and understanding.  He layeth up sound wisdom for the righteous: he is a buckler to them that walk uprightly.


Wisdom from God will help us in every aspect of our lives from Spiritual and Relational to Physical and Financial.  It would seem foolish to turn one’s back on help to achieve success in this life.  One cliché often begs the question “Why re-invent the wheel?”  God is all knowing and all experienced.  God is qualified to share with us behaviors that will provide success. Psalm 1

But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.   And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper. The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff which the wind driveth away.  Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of the righteous.  For the LORD knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the ungodly shall perish.
